Growing Day By Day (Acts 2:42-47; Phil 2:1-11; 2 Tim 3:14-
17)=The early church was committed to studying the life,
ministry, and teachings of Jesus, and growing in their capacity
to follow his example. This process was challenged constantly
by outside ideas and beliefs, and by cultural practices,

forcing the church to constantly discuss what was and was
not appropriate for the disciple of Christ. But in everything,
the earliest Christians were committed to growing in their
knowledge, faith, and effectiveness, which is an example that
the modern church can follow still today.
